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     What do you do when 
God calls you to do some-
thing that does not make 
sense and does not make 
money?  You have to de-
cide whether or not to 
obey. 
     We find several     
people in the Bible that 
were faced with that  
decision.  Abraham was 
told to offer his own son 
on an altar.  The son he 
had awaited for so many 
years. 
     Moses led an entire 
nation of people out into 
the desert (it seemed he  

had heard from God!), 
and then found himself 
facing the Red Sea and 
the enemy bearing down 
on them. 
     How about the   
Apostle Paul.  He was 
out there “doing God’s 
will” yet suffered a      
shipwreck, multiple 
beatings and did a lot of 
jail time.  Can you  
imagine if that hap-
pened to your pastor?  
     We have not quite 
gotten to those ex-
tremes, but have found 
ourselves going through 
tough, tight times finan-
cially as a ministry.   
     On one hand, we are 
breaking new ground 
almost weekly. Last 
Sunday we had a new 
group of people sign 
onto our services from 
Peru!  There is a group 

of some 30 people who 
have a “warehouse” to 
meet in, and are saving 
up to buy a computer to 
connect. . .they want to 
be part of ComunioNet!   
     Sixteen of them 
crowded around four 
computers at the local 
cybercafe and partici-
pated in our Sunday AM 
service.  They were so 
excited to be a part of 
our church. 
     So what do you do 
when you follow God but 
t h i n g s  a r e  n o t 
“prospering” financially?  
Stand firm.  
     Do not give one inch 
of ground to the enemy.  
Do not waver in your 
faith or your commit-
ment to God’s call.  
Don’t focus on the prob-
lem; focus on the vision.  
HE will not fail!�
