A Fresh Look at an Old Ark .

A few short months ago, | found
myself in one of those situations
where | was diligently seeking God’s
Word for direction and clarity. Have I
you ever been where you believe you
know what God’s will is for you, yet
you cannot seem to grasp His timing?

I was led to the story of Noah’s
Ark. | have to confess, | thought “Oh
no! I've read that story a thousand
times! | know it forwards and back-
wards.” Yet, in obedience, | studied it
once again.

Then it began to unfold. Follow the story with
me. We all know that the flood lasted 40 days and
40 nights. We all know that Noah had every kind
of animal on that ark. Even termites. (Now that is
faith!)

After that, Genesis 7:24 tells us that “The wa-
ters flooded the earth for 150 days.” At the end of
the 150 days, the Ark came to rest on the moun-
tains of Ararat. After another 40 days, Noah
opened the window and sent out a raven. Then he
sent out a dove to see if the waters had receded
from the surface of the earth. The dove returned
and Noah waited another 7 days and he sent it out
again. This time it returned with an olive leaf and
Noah knew that the water had receded. Yet he
waited another 7 days, and sent it out again. It
did not return. (Gen 8:4-12)

Now, | don’t know about you, but by this time,
I would be ready to jump ship. It had to be stinky,
loud and getting rather cramped in that Ark. Yet
only at this time, “Noah removed the covering
from the Ark and saw that the surface of the

ground was dry.” (Gen 8:13) Hallelu-
iah! | would have been outta there!

But not Noah! No, he waited some
more. He waited one month and
twenty seven days to be exact (Gen
8:13-14).

Then God said to Noah, “Come out
of the Ark, you and your wife and your
sons and their wives.” (Gen 8:15-16)

I couldn’t help but inquire of the
Lord, WHY didn’t Noah jump ship when
he saw the ground was dry? | was in-
spired by Noah’s strength to wait upon the
Lord, to stay, finish his daily chores and
maintain the Ark, even though the grass was
getting greener all the time on the other
side.

Then He showed me. So often | am
tempted to jump in verse 13, where it said
“The surface of the ground was dry.” Yet, if
I would only wait on the direction of the Lord
where it says, “The earth was completely
dry,” and, “Come out of the Ark,” (v.14, 15)
perhaps | wouldn’t keep getting stuck in the
mud so often! After all,
God sees the WHOLE pic-
ture, when | can only see \\\\ , ///

Friends, | pray that we
would each have the per-
severance and fortitude to
stay on the Ark, to wait
upon the Lord and to fol-
low His direction and tim-
ing in ALL that we do!e
