
 

 

     The New Testament 
preachers reached the 
public arenas.  They spoke 
in synagogues, the mar-
ketplace, and public fo-
rums where ideas were 
discussed.  Many times 
they were with the multi-
tudes. 
     Today,   people  “meet” 
on the internet.  The chat 
rooms, web sites, messen-
ger, e-mail dialogues, and 
video conferences have 

become a common way to 
communicate with each 
other. 
     If we Christians do not 
invade the internet with 
the gospel, soon, we will 
live to regret it. The chil-
dren of darkness are in-
vading it.  For instance, a 
recent statistic estimates 
that 30% of the internet 
content is pornographic. 
The internet has become:  
•The new market place; 
•The new forum for pub-
lic discussions; 
•The new communica-
tions highway. 
     We must disciple using 
this means.  Here are 
some strong and practical 
reasons to use the realm 
of the internet for a 
church: 
� It is world-wide; 

� It crosses racial barri-
ers with ease (you can be 
equal in a chat room, 
since you don’t even know 
or ask what race the 
other persons belong to); 
� It is relatively inexpen-
sive.  For a fraction of 
what would cost to buy 
TV time. You can disciple 
people anywhere via 
video conferencing or 
internet phone.  Or with 
an epistolary anointing,  
you can train through 
writing—using e-mail. 
�Travel is reduced to a 
minimum.  Often when I 
go on ministry trips, more 
than half my time is 
spent on airplanes, air-
ports and land transpor-
tation, packing, unpack-
ing.

internet allows people to apply the message of 100% holiness in 
the context of a Christian community–regardless of where the par-
ticipants of the group live.  The members can “encourage each 
other to good works” and “perfect holiness in the fear of the Lord” 
without living in the same town.  The message of holiness is the 
new wine.  The cyber cells are the new wineskins. 
     Another practical reason for using the internet to do church is 
that you can disciple people long-distance.  It requires a clear pro-
gram with notes and schedules—we have that.  It also requires 
discipline and tenacity– we have that, too.  We meet every week 
with our “cyber cells” (from wherever we are!).  We send them the 
lessons via e-mail or they can be downloaded from a web site. 
     Please dream with me; I believe we can embrace the entire 
planet with cyber-cells  (groups of people connected via internet) 
and make disciples!  Imagine the potential of this strategy.  Imag-
ine millions hearing the gospel and having a discipleship coach, a 
course and a Christian fellowship group as close as a computer or 
café with an internet connection.   
     God is looking for “connected Chris-
tians”.  They must  be willing to learn 
“a new language”, to communicate via 
internet, to have a sense of urgency 
and begin to link up non believers, as 
fast as they can.  We must then train 
them to become the cyber servants of
