We continue this
month with our
look at holiness for
leadership, as we
study Zechariah chap-
ter 3.
Step 6 in Ministerial
Holiness is:

Live a holiness of
relationship, not of

rules only
In Zechariah 3:8,
the Angel said to

Joshua, “Listen O high
priest Joshua and your
associates... who are
men symbolic of things
to come.”

Joshua had a set of
friends and the angel

was helping Joshua
through his friends,
called “symbolic men” in
this scripture.

Each of us needs
friends that will inspire
us to keep strong in ho-
liness. If you are still
“alone”, God is going to
give you friends in your
city. You cannot work
alone. The Lord helps us

through angels and
through friends.
I have a pastor

friend in Brazil who once
told me, “Sergio, I want
to walk with you and tell
you a story.” He contin-
ued, “Sergio, you will
never believe me. 1
come from a good fam-
ily, from a good moral
background. I have been
married for years; I have
a good marriage and

have never faced too
great sexual temptations
before. I am going to be
very honest with you.”

He went on to assure
me he had not practiced
sexual immorality, but
that a year earlier, he got
into a mental obsession
with sexual immorality. He
told me he would see ob-
scenities, even with his
eyes open. It was very
strong. He was already a
Pastor at this time and did
not know whether or not
this thing was going to
destroy his ministry.

He paused and said to
me, “Do you know what I
did? I went to a group of
pastors in my city.” He
had a group of symbolic
men around him in his
life—his friends in the

ministry.
