     But our present situa-
tion is not very promis-
ing. We must complete 
the work Christ en-
trusted to us. Indiffer-
ence is not an option. 

Apathy, in this case, can 
be lethal to American 
spirituality.  
     I believe we must 
face  some facts head on 
that will help us act 
with resolve. Here is the 
second of some painful 
realities we must face, 
based on Revelation 3:1-
6: 
REALITY 1: RIGHT 
NOW, WE ARE AS 
GOOD AS DEAD! (Rev. 
3:1). 
REALITY 2:  OUR 
SITUATION RE-
QUIRES URGENT 
ACTION 
Revelation 3:2  “Wake 
up! Strengthen what 
remains and is about 
to die.” 
     Dying is a transi-
tional state, not a per-
manent one.  It can be 

halted or will inevitably 
lead to death. How can 
we strengthen what re-
mains and is about to 
die?  We need to make 
time to change 
things.   
     In America we find 
ourselves with many 
opportunities and in-
creasing demands on 
our time.  To stop the 
vicious cycle, we will 
need to decide to do 
things differently. 
     When I was minister-
ing in Cuba, I saw some 
incredible things among 
the Christian churches.  
I met one Cuban pastor 
who had a wife and two 
children. They lived in a   
one-bedroom house, and 
had no vehicle.  A room 
next to their living quar-

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church services.  The lack of a beautiful sanctuary did not stop 
them from growing.  They would cram 175 to 200 inside and 
many would listen to the preaching of God’s Word from out-
side. They planted several daughter churches.  The pastor and 
his family would hitchhike (catch a ride in the back of a truck) 
to visit the daughter churches. They would return at 1 or 2 AM  
to their home. This pastor’s congregation was made up of hun-
dreds of members all meeting in cells.  As I asked about how 
this lifestyle affected their children, I was told of dozens of 
cases where the children are working alongside their parents 
in the ministry, as they got older.  These people designated 
ample time to do ministry together. 
     The Barna Research group did a study on the spirituality of 
Americans. They reported that “the average congregant spends 
more time watching television in one day than he spends in all 
spiritual pursuits combined for one entire week.”  If we want 
different results in our churches, we need different actions.   
     What is the problem?  I believe it is that we have a civilian 
mindset at a time of war.  What is the solution?  We need to 
engage the enemy and declare that “the earth is the Lord’s”.  
We need to make up our minds that we will be someone who 
will do good to the Kingdom of Light and great damage to the 
kingdom of darkness. 
     Let the words of this passage awaken our spirit today: “If 
you do not wake up, I will come like a thief.“  Rev. 3:3b.� 
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You certainly fanned the
