     In Matthew 5:29, Jesus 
said, “If your right eye 
causes you to sin, gouge it 
out and throw it away.  It 
is better for you to lose

     Let me put this in mod-
ern terminology. If your 
cable, TV set or internet is 
causing you to sin, get rid 
of it!  Call the cable com-
pany and say, “Thanks, 
but no thanks.”  It is better 
for you to go to heaven 
without cable. . . you finish 
the sentence. We need to 
do something radical and  
begin to fear God more 
than we fear man.  
     Something else that is 
radical is learning to flee.  
We do not feel dignified 
when we escape. I am
